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MANUSCRIPT PREPARATION


Manuscripts should be typed SINGLE SPACED on one side only, on 8.5" by 11" (21.59 cm by 27.94 cm) white bond paper ONLY, leaving a 0.75 inch margin on the top and bottom and a 1.25 margin on the left and right sides. The correct margins are shown on the Camera-Ready Typing Mats supplied by the Society. TYPE ONLY WITHIN THE SPACE SHOWN. Indent the first line of each paragraph five spaces. Leave one line of space between paragraphs and two lines of space between manuscript sections. You may also use the standard European A4 paper format (21 cm by 29.6). In that case the text (figures and Tables) should be within a box of 15.25 cm by 24.13 cm. Implying a 2.73 cm margin on the top and bottom and a2.88 margin on the left and right side.

Type


The text will be reduced to approximately 79% of its original size to accommodate the proceedings volume page size. Therefore, choose a relatively large, bold-type face. When possible, use a laser printer with a Times Roman type, 12-point font. DOT MATRIX PRINT IS NOT ACCEPTABLE. If you use a typewriter, please be sure that the type is dark and solid.

PAPER TITLE
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ABSTRACT

Each Manuscript should begin with an abstract (not more than 150 words), typed single-spaced, five inches wide, and centered. The abstract should be on the first page of the text, following the paper title, authors' names and affiliations, not on a separate sheet.

INTRODUCTION


This is the introduction.

SECTION TITLE

Title and Authors' Names and Affiliations


The title of the paper must be typed in CAPITAL LETTERS and centered on the page. The authors' names are typed in capital and lower case letters and centered on the page. Directly under the authors' names, place their affiliation(s), with address and zip code, typed in capital and lower case, centered on the page.

Equations


All equations must be typed, centered, and separated from the text by two lines of space above and below the equation. They should be numbered consecutively throughout the paper, with the numbers appearing in square brackets at the right margin in line with the last line of the equation (example shown below).

Neatly drawn equations are acceptable on manuscript pages if they are set off from the text and drawn in black large enough to be legible when reduced in size to 79% of its original size.

Subheadings


The text should be suitably divided into subheadings. The following system is suggested: First-value subheadings should be all upper-case and centered on a separate line; Second-value subheadings should be upper- and lower-case, underlined and placed flush left on a separate line. Leave two lines of space above and below all headings that are typed on a separate line. Papers should be limited to two values of subheadings, but if unavoidable, Third-value subheadings should be typed upper- and lowercase, underlined and run in as part of the succeeding paragraph, i.e., they should be indented five spaces, followed by a period, and then followed immediately by the text (examples below).

Tables


ALL TABLES MUST FIT WITHIN THE SPACE ALLOWED FOR TEXT. All tables must be numbered consecutively with Roman numerals, identified by a title, and cited (in order) within the text. The title should be typed centered above the table.


Number each page on the back of the sheet in the upper right-hand comer. DO NOT PLACE ANY PAGE NUMBERS ON THE FRONT OF THE PAGES. Page numbers relevant to the complete proceeding volume will be assigned when the entire book is assembled.
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Place acknowledgments at the end of the text, before the references, under the heading ACKNOWLEDGMENTS, which should be centered on the page.
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All references within the text should be numbered consecutively with the numbers in parentheses as shown at the end of this sentence (3). Complete citations should appear at the end of the text under the heading REFERENCES which should be centered on the page. Use the reference style that is shown below for all references.
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FIGURES


Use only those figures that are necessary to illustrate the meaning of the text. All figures must be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals, identified by a caption, and cited in order within the text. Figures may be incorporated directly into the body of the text, or they may be grouped following the text. Preference is given to incorporate the figures in the text. ALL FIGURES AND CAPTIONS MUST FIT WITHIN THE MARGINS SPECIFIED ABOVE.

Graph and Line Drawings


Size figures so that reader may easily observe any points on the drawing that are mentioned in the text. Be sure that lines, symbols, and dimensions are heavy and large enough to be legible after size reduction. Generally, symbols and characters should be 1/8" (0.317 cm) high before reduction. Place captions directly below (or next to) the figure. Do not use computer graphics unless they are produced on a laser printer.

Photographs


Because reproducing photographs is expensive, use them only where words, tables, or line drawings cannot make the point. Place captions directly below (or next to) the original photographs. Scale markers should appear on all micrographs. DO NOT USE COLOR PHOTOGRAPHS OR FIGURES AS THESE WILL NOT REPRODUCE WELL IN BLACK AND WHITE WHEN PUBLISHED.

Key Words


The Author(s) should provide a list of maximum 10 key words on a separate sheet of paper to be used in preparing the subject index for the complete proceedings volume. 
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
